CODE OF BEHAVIOUR

For Players:

· Be a good sport

· Play for enjoyment

· Work hard for your team as well as yourself

· Treat all team mates and opponents as you enjoy being treated yourself

· Play by the rules

· Co-operate with team and game officials

· Control your behaviour on and off the field

· Learn to value honest effort, skilled performance and improvement

· Pass on information re your availability to your coach or manager

· Approach committee, coach or manager to resolve any problems

· Don’t expect everything to be handed to you, be prepared to seek information. If in doubt, ask.

· Co-operation avoids conflict.

For Parents:

· Encourage participation by your children

· Provide a model of good sports behaviour for your child to copy

· Be courteous in your communication with players, team officials, coaches, umpires etc.

· Encourage honest effort, skilled performance and team loyalty

· Make any new parents feel welcome on all occasions

· Do not interfere with the conduct of any events

For Spectators:

· Demonstrate appropriate social behaviour

· Remember, children play for enjoyment. Don’t let your behaviour detract from their enjoyment

· Let game officials conduct events without interference

· Support skilled performances and team play with generous applause

· Demonstrate respect for opposing players and their supporters

For Club Umpires:

· Demonstrate appropriate social behaviour

· Remember, children play for enjoyment. Don’t let your behaviour detract from their enjoyment

· Demonstrate respect for all players and their supporters

· Be consistent, objective and courteous in your umpiring

· Make a personal commitment to keep yourself informed of the rules and any update of rules which may vary from time to time be introduced.

CODE OF CONDUCT

On Field Conduct

Players are reminded that no bad language, abuse, dissent or unsportsmanlike conduct will be tolerated towards officials, spectators, umpires, opposing teams or team mates (this includes equipment abuse).  The umpire’s decision (whether right or wrong) is final and no arguing with the umpire will be tolerated.

Off Field Conduct

Whilst you are representing or wearing your Falcon’s uniform it is your responsibility to represent yourself, your team and your club in a most commendable way at all times.

Finance

All Falcons Hockey Club Members must be a financial member by the date appointed by the committee each year.

Vandalism

This is the direct responsibility of the offender and will not be tolerated.  If under the age of 18 years, parents will be notified and appropriate authorities notified in all cases without exception.

Discipline/Penalities

The Committee of Falcons Hockey Club Inc. reserves the right to further investigate and/or discipline any player or club member for any breach of our Code of Conduct.

This could result in:-

· Immediate suspension from playing for a period of time as deemed appropriate

· Exclusion from representative hockey

· Payment for any damage caused

Appeal – A right of appeal will apply to any decision if lodged within 72 hours from notification of penalty.

Hockey Albury Wodonga Representatives

When you are representing the Association, you are still representing the Club.  Therefore, our discipline and penalties will apply.

Dress

All players must wear appropriate Falcons uniform when playing for the club.  If not, the club will incur fines from the Association which will be passed on to the offending player.

Alcohol and Illegal Drugs

There will be no consumption of alcohol by any person under the age of 18 years; or illegal drugs by any person whatsoever at any Hockey grounds in the Albury Wodonga area, and no player will be allowed to take the field if under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs.  Falcons Hockey Club Inc. reserves the right to ask a player to leave the hockey area if under the influence of alcohol.

Player Safety

It is the policy of Falcons Hockey Club Inc. that all safety gear including shin pads and mouth guards be worn at all times when playing hockey, including training sessions.  Players who choose not to abide by this policy do so at their own risk and Falcons Hockey Club Inc. accepts no responsibility or liability in their decision to disregard this safety measure.

Hockey Equipment

Falcons Hockey Club Inc. accepts no responsibility for lost or misplaced hockey equipment owned by individual players.  Goalkeeping equipment belonging to Falcons Hockey Club Inc. cannot be lent or borrowed without the permission of a Falcons Hockey Club Inc. committee member.
